Antonin Leopold Dvorak (1841 — 1904) was a Czech composer. Following the nationalist example of Bedfich
Smetana, Dvoték frequently employed features of the folk music of Moravia and his native Bohemia (then
parts of the Austrian Empire and now constituting the Czech Republic). Dvotéak's own style has been described
as 'the fullest recreation of a national idiom with that of the symphonic tradition, absorbing folk influences and
finding effective ways of using them.'

Symphony No. 9 in E minor, From the New World, Op. 95, popularly known as the New World Symphony,
was composed by Antonin Dvofak in 1893 while he was the director of the National Conservatory of Music
of America from 1892 to 1895. It is by far his most popular symphony, and one of the most popular in the
modern repertoire.

The theme from the Largo was adapted into a spiritual-like song "Goin' Home", by Dvotéak's pupil William
Arms Fisher, who wrote the lyrics. Dvorak himself may have modelled the tune on the spirituals written by
composer Harry Burleigh, who he met during his sojourn in America
